They used Senkos, a
copy of the Gambler Ace, to catch their fish. They were holding very shallow and you had
to dead stick your bait to get bit. Fifth went to the team of Mike Wojic and Daniel Burns.
They put together a nice 8.72 Ib. bag.

Big fish honors went to the team of Tom and T.A. Mahoney. T.A. hooked this 3.22 giant
on a rattle trap on his second cast first thing in the morning. It was in five feet of water by
the Budweiser can with a born on date of August 11, 2007. If not for the expert netting
ability of his partner this fish would have been lost at the boat as the hook pulled as the net
scooped him up.

In all 37 boats brought 140 fish to the scales. Not one team blanked on this beautiful
